Community Wellness
Task Force

The Community Wellness Task Force’s county-wide,
all-ages activity program--so flexible it fits everybody's
lifestyle--called Washington Walking™ continued as it
served to support two major wellness initatives in
Washington County. One initative was the Washington
Employees Living Longer (WELL) program, started on
June 7 and 8. The other initative was The Washington
Hospital’s Apollo Program’s 5k Run/Walk for the
Health of It, held on June 17.

The Washington Walking™ website,
www.washingtonwalking.org, is designed to increase
people's physical activity by providing support for
members to track their miles walked (or jogged), calo-
ries burned, and pounds lost. A brochure describing
how to register on the website was developed and con-
tinues to be distributed throughout the county in health
centers, hospitals, libraries, senior centers, schools, and
workplaces.

Finally, during the strategic planning process, it was
adopted to split the task force into two separate task
forces--one called Disease Manangement and the other
called Health Promotion. These task forces will be cre-
ated in the 2006-2007 fiscal year.

Covering Kids and Families
Task Force

WCHP's Covering Kids and Families Task Force has
been a partner with Cornerstone Care's Covering Kids
Campaign activities by enrolling eligible children and
adults into the Children's Health Insurance Program
(CHIP), Medicaid (MA), or the adultBasic Health
Insurance Program (ABC). In Washington County, as
of June 2006, 2,378 children were enrolled in CHIP,
1,017 adults were enrolled in ABC, and 707
Washington County residents were on the waiting list.

On November 3, 2005, the task force held its fourth
annual conference titled "Healthy Kids to Healthy
Adults, Common Ground for Strong Communities,"
which facilitated the exchange of information between
human service providers and clients. The conference
received high praise with over 100 participants in atten-
dence.

2005-2006 Reports

It was adopted during the WCHP strategic planning
process to retire the task force and incorporate the pro-
motion of health insurance coverage into all other task
forces. This was because of the fact that the funding
for the community outreach worker was ending, and
that the insurance companies had picked up much of the
outreach and enrollment activites. However, the task
force decided to continue their support for the yearly
conference in November to keep people up-to-date on
issues concerning health and will continue to update
and distribute an information sheet on health care
resources.

Minority Health
Task Force

The Minority Health Task Force received another state-
wide Bronze ACS Cancer Control Impact Award for
their third “Let’s Talk About It” program held on July
23, 2005, at Mt. Olive Baptist Church in Canonsburg.
Thirty men attended, and 22 were screened.

In November 2005, WCHP, The Washington Hospital,
and Centerville Clinics staff were trained in Stanford
University’s evidence-based program titled “Living a
Healthy Life with Chronic Conditions.”

The first African American Health Fair was held at the
Washington Crown Center mall on April 8, 2006. Over
60 health care exhibitors were present at tables.
Information on attendees was collected by a raffle-
incentivized survey. About 39% of the attendees indi-
cated they were African American, which is higher than
Washington County (3.3%), and Washington City
(14.6%). Attendees visited an average of 20 tables and
received an average of two health screenings.

Task Force

Of the blood pressures taken, about 55% were consid-
ered high in either or both systolic and/or diastolic read-
ings. The Body Mass Index (BMI) readings indicated
that 80% were overweight, and the percent body fat
readings indicated that 90% were obese.

The task force received a three-year grant from the
Highmark Foundation to support the Health Ministry
Initiative. The goal of the initiative is to identify a
Health Ministry Team within the African-American
Community in Washington County, and train them to
become health advocates for people in their churches
and community.

Nutrition
Task Force

The Nutrition Task Force focused on supporting the
Charleroi and Burgettstown school districts, which have
created coordinated school health councils (CSHC). A
second school nurse survey targeted this topic. Based
on the information received and experience of other
counties, the task force has decided to hold CSHC train-
ings for Washington County school districts.

In addition, since breastfeeding is a protective factor for
obesity, the task force applied for a breastfeeding pro-
motion mini-grant through the PA DOH.

Task Force

Respiratory Health Task Force

The Respiratory Health Task Force received its fourth
grant from the PA DOH, Division of Immunizations
(DOI), for $3,000. The grant paid for the design of an
influenza display. Uncertainty regarding the adequacy
of the influenza vaccine supply delayed the scheduling
of clinics, since the task force decided to give preci-
dence to the 300 people who received last years’
influenza vaccines who qualified under the high risk
criteria issued by the Centers for Disease Control and
Prevention (CDC). In total, 139 flu shots and 20 pneu-
monia shots were given.

The task force commemorated World Asthma Day by
distributing the two brochures it developed during the
year to 400 physicians, school nurses, daycares, and
Head Starts:
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One of six influenza displays created for the 2005 campaign.

Teen Wellness
Task Force

The Teen Wellness Task Force held four successful
professional educational in-services. Topics and pre-
senters were: "A ‘Meth’od to this Madness:
Methanphetamines," by Ms. Carla Dunlap-Spinks of
Neighborhood Drug Awareness Corps; "From Bullying
to Battering," by Ms. Chrysia Melnyk of Washington
Women's Shelter, Inc.; "Internet Safety Program," by
Ms. Joanna L. Dragan, MA, of SPHS CARE Center
STTARS Program; and "Sexually Transmitted
Infections," by Ms. Denise Kapp of Adagio Health.

A professional conference titled, "Understanding and
Supporting LGBT (Lesbian, Gay, Bisexual and
Transgendered) Youth," was held on March 17, 2006,
by Ms. Elizabeth Schroeder, EdD (c), MSW.

Four student forum peer educator trainings were held
at Avella, Bentworth, Burgettstown, and Charleroi high
schools, and these peer educators led the group facili-
tation during the student forums at their respective
schools with the entire 10th grade class.



Task Force

A county-wide youth conference titled, "Tomorrow's
Leaders Today," was held on April 19, 2006, on the
campus of Washington & Jefferson College. Ninety-
eight students attended from the five school-based stu-
dent forums. As a result of the youth conference, the
students resolved the following action plan:

1. To compile their comments and send them to
administrators.

2. To add a committee to the Teen Outreach
Adolescent Advisory Board called the "Teen Action
Task Force," consisting of teens willing to explore
the issues brought out in the conference with the
focus on finding solutions.

3. To conduct focus groups in area high schools on the
topics focused upon at the conference.

4. To create a Teen Peer Educator Advisory Board for
the “Ask Mary Jo” newspaper column.

5. To provide teen support for the Yellow Ribbon
Campaign that is currently being spearheaded by the
Teen Wellness Task Force.

Tobacco Free
Task Force

WCHP’s Tobacco Free Program’s goals are to reduce
adult and youth tobacco use and to eliminate it as a
social norm. The program areas are:

® Ask and Advise works with health care profession-
als to identify and help tobacco users to quit.

® (lear the Air increases the number of smoke-free
places.

®* Do Your Part supports local law enforcement and

the business community in prohibiting the sale of
tobacco products to minors.

® Help to Quit promotes local, phone, and internet-
based tobacco cessation programs.

* Knowledge in Action facilitates the exchange of

tobacco control-related information between
experts, advocates, and lawmakers.

2005-2006 Reports

¢ Set Them Free works with school-related audi-
ences to implement tobacco-free programs.

®  Peer Factor (BUSTED!) creates an active youth
movement whose members participate in one or
more of the Peer Factor challenges: to expose the
truth about manipulative and deceptive marketing
practices used to target teens; to quit or help others
to quit using tobacco; and/or to work to increase
tobacco-free places.

Since the program’s inception in May 2002:

® 12 programs in schools and community locations

have reached 1,686 children with tobacco preven-
tion and cessation education.

® The average yearly compliance rate of not selling
tobacco products to minors was 94.1%.

® A tobacco cessation program in our county's largest
Federally Qualified Health Center's (FQHC) 5
offices has been started, served 186 people, and has
an impressive 33% quit rate. (Note that according
to the U.S. Department of Health and Human
Services, individual counseling typically results in
quit percentages of 14.7% to 19.1%.)

® 15 tobacco users have received financial assistance
with obtaining nicotine replacement therapy.

WCHP’s Tobacco Free Program’s funding was cut by
28.5% by the PA Governor’s 05-06 budget. As a result,
fewer subcontractors were engaged, and fewer pro-
grams were completed. The following organizations
worked in one or more of the Tobacco Free Program’s
program areas during fiscal year 2005-2006:

2005-2006 Strategic Planning Update

Washington County Health Partners, Inc.’s (WCHP)
Executive Committee reviewed, discussed, and priori-
tized the strategic plan goals and recommended them
for review by the entire Board.

The goals included:

1. To secure resources to carry out WCHP’s mission.

2. To develop, implement, monitor, and evaluate a
strategic, county-wide health improvement plan in
line with SHIP and Healthy People 2010 goals.

3. To have all task forces, committees, and programs
functioning at optimal levels.

4. To increase community awareness of WCHP, task
forces, and programs.

5. To attract and maintain a diverse and active board.

6. To participate in regional health initiatives.

The Board approved the strategic plan in June 2006 and
assigned each goal to a committee:

® Goal 1 to the Campaign Committee;

® Goal 2 to the Health Assessment and Planning
Committee;

®* Goal 3 to the Execuitve Committee and the Board
along with each task force;

® Goal 4 to the Communications Committee;

® Goal 5 to the Nominating and Bylaws Committee;
and

® Goal 6 to the Executive Committee.

Each group will discuss and create action plans to
implement the goals and objectives in the coming year.

The Board reviewed the Community Wellness Task
Force’s plan and recommended that it be split into two
different task forces:

1. Disease Management Task Force with a focus on
the Living a Healthy Life with Chronic Conditions
Program by Stanford University.

2. Health Promotion Task Force to focus on
WellLife™ and WashingtonWalking™.

The Covering Kids and Families Task Force agreed
that they had met their goals to help enroll eligible chil-
dren and adults in available health insurance programs
(Children's Health Insurance Plan-CHIP; adultBasic-
ABC; and Medicaid-MA). Because CHIP providers
were now providing help to enroll in these plans, the
task force decided it would retire, but maintain a sepa-
rate committee to organize the annual Healthy Kids to
Healthy Adults Conference.

The Minority Health Task Force evaluated their

SWOT analysis and constructed the following goals:

1. To build active task force membership.

2. To increase visibility.

3. To become an advocate for parity in health care.

4. To provide education and resources to improve
minority health.

5. To secure resources to implement goals.

In May 2006, the task force began their Health Ministry

Initiative with a grant from the Highmark Foundation.

The Nutrition Task Force reviewed their SWOT

analysis and developed the following goals:

1. To identify a pilot neighborhood in which to begin.

2. To mobilize the pilot neighborhood around the three
identified healthy lifestyle areas (activity, nutrition,
and self-esteem/body image).

3. To act as a support resource for the pilot neighbor-
hood and all of Washington County.

The Respiratory Health Task Force considered their

SWOT analysis and formed the following goals:

1. To increase awareness and knowledge of the impor-
tance of respiratory health (asthma, influenza, and
pneumonia).

2. To increase influenza and pneumonia vaccine rates.

3. To investigate referral, education, advocacy, and
empowerment resources for people with asthma.

The Teen Wellness Task Force reflected upon their

SWOT analysis and created the following goals:

1. To provide a forum to empower adults and profes-
sionals with increased information on the current
challenges facing teens today by holding profes-
sional in-services.

2. To provide Yellow Ribbon Campaign (suicide pre-
vention) training to schools.

3. To create a “Teen News Via FAX” with 4 questions

4. To create a task force membership packet.

The Tobacco Free Task Force examined each of the
seven program areas in depth with a meeting during the
05-06 year. Three needs assessment/strategic planning
meetings were held in the spring, with the goal to pro-
vide general guidance, review, and input in the plan-
ning, implementation, and promotion of the Tobacco
Free Program in Washington County for the 06-07 fis-
cal year.
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During the 1990s, hospitals and their communities
began to form collaborative partnerships to identify
and reduce community health risks. In September
1994, The Washington Hospital facilitated the creation
of a Community Health Needs Assessment Committee.

In 1995, this committee conducted an assessment that
included a mailed household survey, focus groups, and
review of available community health data. In January
1996, the committee issued a report calling for the
formation of task forces to address identified commu-
nity health risks, including: Access to Care (now
Covering Kids and Families); Mental Illness/Substance
Abuse (MISA); heart disease and stress (now
Community Wellness); Respiratory Illness (now
Respiratory Health); and teenage pregnancy (now Teen
Wellness). Subsequently, a number of the members
attended a Hospital Alliance of Pennsylvania (HAP)
Conference, titled "Transforming Health Care: A
Trilogy," that March.

During 1996, more than 140 professionals and
community residents volunteered to serve on the task
forces. The task forces presented action plans in early
1997 and began to implement activities.

During 1999 and 2000, the Pennsylvania Department
of Health (PA DOH) launched the State Health
Improvement Plan (SHIP), which replaced a
centralized statewide health planning process with
community-based planning to address health
problems at the local level. The PA DOH recognized
Washington County Health Partners, Inc. (WCHP) as
a SHIP-approved, local community health initiative
responsible for community health assessment and
planning. An evaluation of the program's activities
was undertaken during this same time period, and it
was determined that a periodic assessment of the
community's health must be conducted; providers
must work collaboratively to achieve measurable
outcomes; and both staff and funding resources were
needed to enable the task forces to accomplish their
goals. Subsequently, WCHP was incorporated in
September 2000.

The Board of Directors represents major stakeholders
in the health of the community, such as health care

providers, county government, business, education,
law enforcement, human/social service agencies, faith
community, citizen volunteers, public health, and
philanthropic organizations.
